1. What’s Happening In Your Area?  
Shop Theft
This has been more notable in the larger retail outlets. Local officers will continue to engage with businesses to encourage new members to Shop Watch via WhatsApp. We will continue to work with businesses on how to produce “best evidence” when reporting crimes. Local officers will conduct high visibility patrols during business hours to deter shop thefts and look to update/improve the existing civic CCTV system.    

Drug Use and dealing
We have seen an increase in intelligence around the supply and use of controlled substances within Driffield and surrounding areas. We will continue to obtain Search Warrants using intelligence gained from various sources. We will look to conduct a drugs dog operation / stop & search including licence premises and areas used for drug taking. We will conduct high visibility patrols in identified areas of drug misuse and deal with offenders accordingly enhancing the intelligence picture. 

Rural Crime

As ASB, poaching and inquisitive crime increases due to various factors we will Increase high visibility patrols working with partner agencies including Farm Watch. We will ensure incidents are shared with the public using My Community Alert and conduct visits to rural businesses to promote crime prevention. We will continue to visit farms and locations of rural crime to obtain best evidence and promote crime prevention. Further high visibility night patrols to deter/disrupt/detect night time poaching are planned.  

Humbertalking
Humber Talking is still being undertaken in the Driffield area. We will be adhering to Social distancing guidance and will not be entering houses but speaking to members of the public who want to take part on their doorsteps. Driffield officers continue to patrol areas that have reported high levels of Anti-social-behaviour. We are assisting the Rural Task Force with cross border night-time patrols as well as OP Galileo to deal with Hare Coursing offences and Rural Crime. We have had some positive results with several individuals dealt with for poaching offences and vehicles and dogs seized.
Officers have also been conducting foot patrol in Driffield town centre to combat seasonal shop theft. We have targeted offenders traveling in from surrounding areas and note a decrease in reported crimes. 
Recent Humber talking has highlighted concerns from local residents with excess speed in Cranswick village. We have liaised with the Parish Council and will be conducting speed checks. Data will then be shared with Safer Roads who can then assess and consider further measures.

PCSO 7568 SHARP will continue using the Speed board and speed detection equipment at other areas highlighted by local people.  If you have concerns in a particular location please contact us.  

4. News and Appeals
25/10/2021 - We are appealing for witnesses to a road traffic collision which happened at 11am on Monday 25 October 2021 on Main Street in Cranswick.

A Ford Journey green and white taxi left the road and collided with a lamppost.  The driver is thought to have had a medical episode at the wheel and has been taken to hospital where he remains in a critical condition.

Man appears in court following hare coursing charge – 13/10/2021

On Sunday 1 November 2020 a man was arrested on suspicion of hunting with dogs and subsequently charged after we received reports of hare coursing in the Rotsea area of East Yorkshire. 

He was also charged in connection with a similar incident which occurred at Withernwick, East Riding of Yorkshire on Saturday 2 January 2020 . 

Following on from this Paul Bowes (30) from Bishop Auckland was issued with an 18-week suspended sentence at Hull Magistrates Court yesterday (Tuesday 12 October).

Bowes will be required to complete 200 hours’ worth of unpaid work, he has also been disqualified from driving for a period of 12 months and disqualified for keeping animals for a period of 5 years.

In addition, Bowes was ordered to pay a total of £728 in costs and victim surcharge as punishment for his actions.

Police Sergeant Jenna Jones said: “I’m really pleased with the outcome at court yesterday (Tuesday 12 October). Hare coursing is a barbaric and bloodthirsty crime which often result in the majestic hare and other wildlife suffering horrific injuries or loss of life.

“Not only does our wildlife suffer, but it significantly impacts our rural and farming communities as crops, hedge and gates are often left damage as a result of these horrific crimes. The dogs involved in these incidents are often treated as “tools of the trade” and are overlooked as a family pet.

“Working in partnership with local farm watches alongside 26 other forces nationally under Operation Galileo we will continue with our proactive work in a bid to deter and stop offenders committing wildlife and rural crime.

“The result at court shows that offenders will be dealt with robustly and that we will not tolerate hare coursing in the Humberside Police area."

Advice from the Rural Task Force

Keep your farm safe:

FUEL THEFT

With the recent increases in fuel costs and limited supplies, fuel is a valuable item targeted by thieves. Help prevent fuel being stolen by taking some crime prevention measures.

☎ Report any suspicious activity

⛽ Keep vehicles in a secure area, preferably a garage, shed, or outbuildings.

⛽ Consider the use of locking fuel caps.

⛽ Re-fuel vehicles just before the planned journey rather than leaving a vehicle fully fuelled overnight.

🚜 Park vehicles in areas that are well lit so they can be observed easily.

📣 Consider the use of alarms. This could be on the vehicles themselves or for the perimeter of the parking/storage area.

⛽ Fit anti-syphoning devices.

📹 Install or confirm existing CCTV is fit for purpose, and train a camera on tanks and vulnerable vehicles.

⛽ Install cages and/or improve security that surrounds fuel storage tanks.

⛽ Consider using ‘bunded’ fuel tanks if your existing storage facility is not of that type.

⛽ Consider the deployment of fuel dyes.

🚜 Use defensive parking techniques, wherever possible park vehicles against solid objects on the fuel tank side to prevent access.

🔒 Do not leave keys in or near a vehicle, where they can be easily found.

👀 Arrange for checks of vehicles and premises outside of normal working hours.

🚫 Display signage to show security devices are fitted.
“We cannot physically be everywhere at the same time and our communities are our eyes and ears in the countryside.  They know when something they see isn’t right.  We want them to call us about any suspicious activity they see. Please report this to police immediately on 999 if there is a crime in progress or 101 for non-emergency incidents.

If you think about your idea of who a typical child sex offender is, or who the child that is being exploited sexually is, what comes to mind?

Age, nationality, ethnicity, gender, social and economic background. Sexual offenders and victims of child sexual exploitation don’t fall into any one category, and we want to break the pre-conceptions you may have from TV shows or the media of a ‘typical’ suspect and victim.

We have today, Monday 18 October, launched a campaign solely focussed on helping you more easily recognise the genuine signs that a child may be being exploited.

Child sexual exploitation (CSE) is an area which goes heavily unreported; it’s a hidden crime. We know it happens and is sadly not an issue unique to our area, but we want to raise awareness of some of the signs you may be able to spot, whether it’s your child or someone else’s, so that we can protect more children from the hands of sexual predators using them for their own personal gain.

Protecting vulnerable people has always been our number one priority, but if we don’t know something is happening, we can’t take action to stop it.

We are actively asking for your help in reporting any activity, online or physical, which concerns you. No matter how small, nothing is wasting our time, and it will be treated seriously. We have a dedicated team who focus solely on investigating CSE reports and all come to work every day with a goal of protecting children.
